Tranexamic acid 250

Tranexamic acid capsules are available containing 250 mg tranexamic acid.

Anti-fibrinolytics

This medication is used short-term in people with a certain type of bleeding disorder (hemophilia) to
prevent and reduce bleeding from having a tooth pulled (extraction). It is also used in people with other
high-risk bleeding conditions to control bleeding at such times as after surgery or an injury, during heavy
nosebleeds, or during heavy menstrual bleeding.

Tranexamic acid is contraindicated in patients with:

-Known hypersensitivity to tranexamic acid or to any of the excipient of the product.

-Acute thromboembolic disease such as deep vein thrombosis, pulmonary embolism and cerebral
thrombosis.

-Severe renal impairment (risk of accumulation).

-Active intravascular clotting.

-History of convulsions.

-Acquired disturbances of color vision.

During pregnancy, this medication should be used only when clearly needed. Discuss the risks and
benefits with your doctor.

This drug passes into breast milk. Consult your doctor before breast-feeding.

-Before taking tranexamic acid, tell your doctor or pharmacist if you are allergic to it; or if you have
any other allergies.

-This medication should not be used if you have certain medical conditions. Before using this medicine,
consult your doctor or pharmacist if you have: current blood clots (e.g., in the legs, lungs, brain, eye),
bleeding in the brain (subarachnoid hemorrhage), color vision problems.

-Before using this medication, tell your doctor or pharmacist your medical history, especially of: history
of blood clots, a certain serious blood clotting problem (disseminated intravascular coagulation-DIC),
kidney problems (including blood in the urine), irregular menstrual bleeding of unknown cause.
-This drug may make you dizzy. Do not drive, use machinery, or do any activity that requires alertness
until you are sure you can perform such activities safely.

- This medication is removed by the kidneys. Therefore, the elderly may be more sensitive to the effects
of this drug.

Anticoagulants such as warfarin, heparin

Drugs that prevent bleeding (including factor IX complex, anti-inhibitor coagulant concentrates,
aminocaproic acid)

Estrogens, hormonal birth control (such as pills, patch, ring).

Check all prescription and nonprescription medicine labels carefully since many medications contain
pain relievers/fever reducers (NSAIDs such as aspirin, ibuprofen, naproxen) that may increase your
risk of bleeding.

Take this medication by mouth, usually 2 to 4 times daily or as directed by your doctor.The dosage and
length of treatment is based on your medical condition and response to treatment. Dosage is also based
on your weight. Do not increase your dose, take it more frequently, or take it for a longer time than
prescribed. Take this medication regularly to get the most benefit from it. To help you remember, take
it at the same times each day.Tell your doctor if your condition persists or worsens.

Missed Dose: If you miss a dose, take it as soon as you remember. If it is near the time of the next dose,
skip the missed dose and resume your usual dosing schedule. Do not double the dose to catch up.
Like all medicines, this medicine can cause side effects, although not everybody gets them.

Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or dizziness may occur. If any of these effects persist or worsen, tell your
doctor or pharmacist promptly

Tell your doctor right away if you have any serious side effects, including: eye/eyelid problems.
Although unlikely, this medication may cause serious blood clot problems and vision changes.

Seek immediate medical attention if any of these unlikely but serious side effects occur: chest/jaw/left
arm pain, sudden shortness of breath, coughing up blood, fainting, pain/swelling/warmth in the groin/calf,
swelling/weakness/redness/pain in the arms/legs, confusion, slurred speech, weakness on one side of
the body, vision changes (e.g., color vision changes, loss of vision), change in the amount of urine.A
very serious allergic reaction to this drug is rare. However, seek immediate medical attention if you
notice any symptoms of a serious allergic reaction, including: rash, itching/swelling (especially of the
face/tongue/throat), severe dizziness, trouble breathing.

Store below 30° C, protect from light and moisture.
